Meet Phyllis Perry, Leader of the Paradise Valley-Phoenix Group which meets on the third Monday of each month at the 
Paradise Valley Life Care Center on Bell Road and 40th Street.  Phyllis has been the leader of this group since 1993. 

 
I started sewing out of necessity some 60+ years ago – as they say, necessity is 

the mother of invention.  I was the mother of a toddler and difficult economic times led to the 
“invention” of sewing.  With no sewing machine and no pattern, I plunged into what became a 
lifelong passion.  Fortunately, as that toddler grew, so did my skills.   

While a “stay-at-home-mom,” I learned how to use patterns, how to use a sewing 
machine, and how to avoid that “home-made” look that sometimes creeps into non-
purchased articles of clothing.  I guess because my daughter grew up wearing clothes I 
made for her, when her elementary school band needed to have boleros made for an 
upcoming concert, she quickly (but graciously) said, “My Mom can do it.”  Initially, this didn’t 
seem too monumental; however, they not only needed the boleros in less than a week but 
also, they needed 50 of them!  Well, the mission was accomplished.   

When my daughter was planning her wedding, I was able to make her wedding 
dress and veil, which were replicas of the “dream dress” she had seen in a store (luckily for 
me I had that previous experience of making things without patterns – ha ha).   

No longer needing to be at home for our daughter, in 1969 I began working as a 
teacher’s aide at Greenway Middle School, in the Paradise Valley School District.  As fate 
would have it, when my daughter began working on her Master’s degree at Arizona State 
University (night classes because she was teaching high school English during the day), she 

wanted to know if I wanted to drive to the campus with her.  So, as had been my “standard operating procedure,” I didn’t just wait 
for her in the campus library, I decided to take some classes…and received my Bachelor’s degree four years later.   

I moved from being an aide to being the Home Economics teacher and received my Master’s degree soon thereafter.  
While I retired from teaching in 1987, I did not retire from sewing.  As my daughter will tell you, I don’t think I’ve every seen a 
piece of fabric I didn’t love and have a use for.  My hands and eyes are no longer as nimble and sharp as they once were, but my 
love for sewing and crafts has never dulled…and I feel so very blessed to have found so many friends through ASG who share the 
same passion as I.
