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Uncommon Aids

Everyone who sews has their special tools. Those couple of things that we just can’t function without, like your favorite
scissors, or thimble or that rotary cutter which fits just perfectly in your hand. But, have you ever thought of using other
items for sewing? Things which were not designed for that purpose, but may be just the solution you're looking for?
Well, that’'s what I'd like to share with you in this article. What are some of the Uncommon Aids that could help you sew
better?

Why is it the sewing machine manufacturers never provide good tools? How many times have
you struggled to tighten a needle, or change a throat plate with a screwdriver that was too long,
or too flimsy? | found this little lovely at Sear’s but | have also seen them other places. It’s just
long enough to get into tight spots, but large enough to provide a good grip. Even better, it's
purple!

One of the things that's often mentioned in garment sewing is making templates. Something to
press over, which is the exact width or shape that you need. Manila folders make great templates. Cut them to the
desired size, or just mark a line on them at the height that you need, and press away! You can also use them instead
of those funky metal pocket corner templates — you know, the ones that never seem to work. Manila folders are
inexpensive too, so when your template gets tatty, you can toss it and make up another one.

When using sticky-back stabilizer for embroidery, you can often be left with a hoop that's gummy and
gooey, with residue that’s reminiscent of a price tag that's been too long affixed. I've tried any
number of things to de-goop my hoops, but am leery of using too many solvents in my sewing.
‘Lectric Shave to the rescue. It's worked wonders getting the goop off my hoops, even when I've left
the stabilizer on overnight.

Have you ever worked with a fabric that was difficult to mark? Either the marking pens
or chalk didn’t adhere well, or the fabric was just too textural? The sewing books say
to use tailor’s tacks in these cases, but who wants to do that finicky hand sewing?

-~ PN I Think about masking tape or blue painters tape. Keep a roll nearby, and either write
i~ S on it (Stop here! Bust point), then affix to the fabric or cut little triangles as shown in
the photo at left.

How did we live before Post-Its? While their glue isn’t strong enough to adhere well to fabric, they are invaluable for
organizing and arranging things. Use them to keep your quilt blocks in order, or to identify pattern pieces that look
similar (front vs. back). You can also tear off a stack and stick them to the bed of your sewing machine — instant seam
guide! They won'’t scratch the surface either.

We all take our machines in to have them professionally tuned and serviced, but have you ever E
thought of flossing in between tune-ups? Try threading non-waxed dental floss through your

machine, then gently pull it out through the needle area. The floss should pick up those little fuzzy
bits and pieces of thread that get stuck inside. Bear in mind it is important to use non-waxed floss
as the regular floss can gum things up! The floss needn’t go through the needle, just the thread
path.

There are any number of things that can migrate from the hardware store to the sewing room.
: y Metal carpenter rulers are great if you need to measure long swaths of fabric — think draperies or
i 4 slipcovers. There are also little spring clips that can hold any number of things together. I've used
them to keep embroidery designs from slip-sliding away in the hoop. Large flat
washers make great pattern weights — inexpensive too!

My favorite by far is the snap line or plumb bob. It’s that little device with a string and chalk that you
use to mark straight lines on floors and walls. We've all seen them used, or used them ourselves.
Don’tfill it full of construction chalk. Fill it full of quilting chalk. The kind you put in a pounce bag for
marking stencils. It can help mark long straight lines without wobbles.

If there’s no one around to help with hemming, you can

also tack the snap line string in a doorway at hem height,

then twirl around with your garment touching the string

(you're wearing the garment, right?). Enough chalk gets
on the fabric to mark the hem, and the hem matches your

posture perfectly.

The tools in this article are ones that | have either tried
myself, or read about other sewists who have had
success with them. As always, your mileage may vary,
so be sure to test first. The next time you’re looking for
something in the garage, or cleaning out the desk, stop
and think what other objects are around that could be
used for improving your sewing. They may be just the
ticket to solving your problem!
